Participants
The conference will consist of doctoral students and professors. The conference will be open to doctoral students who have completed a PhD dissertation proposal on a topic related to public administration, as well as doctoral students who have already begun or completed their fieldwork. In addition to the organizers, the participating institutions include universities in the Asia-Pacific region.
Papers & Submission Dates




Summaries to be submitted by May 15, 2010. 

 Doctoral students who wish to present papers should provide a summary (max. 3 pages) of their dissertation proposal or fieldwork or findings.  The summary should include problem definition, research questions, theoretical framework, and research design. The summary should indicate current status of the dissertation research, and how the research will contribute to the body of knowledge in the student’s field.  The name of the student’s advisor/supervisor including contact details must also be provided. 

Notification of acceptance by May 31, 2010.
Full research proposals/papers and power points for presentation are to be submitted   by August 15, 2010.
All submissions will be reviewed by the conference committee for their overall quality. Reviews will be sent to the authors of accepted research proposals/papers. Proposals or papers should be sent electronically to http://APANDS2010.nida.ac.th.This e-mail address is being protected from spam bots, you need JavaScript enabled to view it [image: image1.png]


 Final proposals/papers should not exceed 7000 words.

Expected Benefits and Outcomes of the Conference
1. The conference will provide an interactive platform to present research findings, and to discuss, debate and generate ideas and experiences relating to public administration. Doctoral students will gain experience of making a presentation and engaging in academic discussions in English.  
2. Doctoral students will receive feedback from professors and other doctoral students, enabling them to improve their proposals and research techniques. 

3. The conference will provide an opportunity for doctoral students to meet colleagues and scholars from other countries with whom they share research interests, allowing them to build connections for future knowledge sharing.
Conference Fee

The registration fee is US$ 100. Doctoral students whose papers are selected for presentation in the conference will be exempted from the registration fee. The fee includes participation in the conference, documents, meals, and a half-day excursion.
