2)  Comparative Governments” (25/30 hours)

This course is an introduction to the study of the relationship between executive and legislative powers in modern states and its impact on decision-making processes.

Five countries will be studied: the USA, France, Germany, the UK and Japan in the light of the following questions:

1. What is the definition of a “political regime”?

2. What are the institutions? (Constitution, Parliament, Government)

3. What are the powers of the administration, the political parties and public opinion?

4. Who decides, when and how?

5. What are the consequences for the conduct of foreign policy?
